“The increasing role of expert evidence in infrastructure
disputes: A necessary evil?”

Reliance on expert evidence in international arbitration has
increased significantly over the past decades as business
and international transactions have gained in complexity and
technicality. In the infrastructure field, legal disputes are
more and more centered on technical, delay and quantum
evidence presented by experts, and arbitral tribunals
sometimes rely on such evidence for the purpose of their
fact-finding mission and valuation exercise. In the presence
of parties’ appointed experts, arbitrators often find
themselves overwhelmed by the “battle of experts”. When
the expert is appointed by the tribunal, the risk is to see the
decision-making process taken over by the expert. Recently,
arbitration practitioners have raised the question around the
expert’s role (and the extent thereof) in the evidentiary
proceedings in infrastructure disputes. When resolving
complex technical issues, what is the responsibility of the
tribunal in ensuring that the ultimate decision-making
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authority is not delegated to the expert? This panel will
present in an oxford style debate the different viewpoints
around this controversial theme.
